The grant made to Houston Humane Society in the amount of $200,000 will support the expansion of
affordable, full-service veterinary care across greater Houston. In the face of rising operational costs,
Houston Humane Society is committed to identifying innovative solutions to further reduce prices, making
high-quality veterinary care more accessible than ever before. With the support of PetSmart Charities,
Houston Humane Society anticipates a remarkable impact, aiming to serve more than 43,000 pets in the
coming year. This collaborative effort underscores both organizations' commitment to the well-being of
animals and the welfare of the community.
